The “Camera Manual/Auto Button” explanation under Rear View Systems - “Monitor Features” on 
page 46 of the Cayman and on page 41 of the Monarch® SE 2005 Owner’s Manuals is superseded with the 
following information.

• Camera Manual/Auto button. This is for use with the optional three camera system only. With 
the button in the Manual (out) position, any one of the three cameras can be selected with the red 
toggle switch at the bottom of the monitor. With the button in the Auto (in) position, the camera will 
automatically change views with directional signal activation. 
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
